Exemption covers midday meals provided in schnnls pre-schools and anganwadts

New Delhi: Food served in educa-
tional institutions, including mid-
day meals, irrespective of the fun-
ding of such meals by a corporate
or government, has been exemp-
ted from the goods and services tax
(GST), the Central Board of Indi-
rect Taxes and Customs (CBIC) sa-
idonFriday

The exemption covers midday
meals provided in schools, pre-
schools and anganwadis.

“This will helpreduce the cost on
account of GST for theeducational
institutions involved in providing
such meals, thereby saving on the
corpusof such institutes," said Ab-
hishek Jain, taxparinerat EY.

The clarification was part of a se-
ries of circulars issued in respect
of decisions taken by the GST Co-
uncil. The CBIC also said that 1o-
ans taken by the government from
banks or financial institutions to
be given to public sector units will
be exempt from GST.

However, the board said, any con-
sideration received for construc-

tion of roads, bridges or highways
is not exempt from GST Exemp-

Among other clarifications, the
CBIC said laterals or parts to be
used solely or principally with
sprinklers or drip irrigation sy-
stem would attract a GST of 12%,
even if supplied separately.

will attract GST attherateof 18%,
instead of a concessional rate of
12%.

GSThas alsobeen exempted from
fees charged on services — conduc-
ting examinations, admissions
and input services related to tes-
ting such as admit cards and onli-
netesting - provided by the central
or state boards including the Na-
tional Board of Education. Other
services such as providing acere-
ditation to an institution will be

charged at18% GST.

The composite supply of service
by way of millingof wheat into whe-
at flour, along with fortification, by
ANy person to a state government
for distribution of such wheat flour
under the Public Distribution Sy-
stem is eligible for exemption, pro-
vided that the value of goods suppli-
ad in such composite supply does
not exceed 25% of the value of com-
posite supply. n case the value sur-
passes 25%, then the GSTrateof 5%
will apply, said the CBIC.

In recent weeks, microblogging plat-
form Twitter's failure to employ a chi-
ef compliance officer has led to a
stand-off with the government . Offi-
cial sources had earlier told ET that
non-compliance haslikely led to Twit-
ter losing its intermediary status,
along with the safe harbours against
criminal liability for content posted
on its platform that come with it. The-
re have already been cases and comp-
laints filed with law enforcement
agencies across India implicating
Twitter for alleged misinformation
posted on its platform.

On its part, Twitter has hired an
interim chief compliance officer
and shared the details with the go-
vernment, according to a person in
the know, who added that the com-
pany continues to engage with the
covernment despite the standoff.
