Wipro Technologies Sdn Bhd, Malaysia (“the Company”) is a subsidiary of Wipro Networks Pte Ltd (‘the holding company’). The ultimate holding
company of the entity is Wipro Limited incorporated and domiciled in India. The Company is provider of IT Services, including Business Process
Services (BPS)  globally. The Company's ultimate holding company, Wipro Limited ("Wipro") is incorporated and domiciled in India.

The financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles in India (Indian
GAAP).The Company has prepared financial statements to comply in all material respect with the accounting standards issued by Institute of
Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI) and other generally accepted accounting principles in India.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Indian GAAP requires management to make judgments, estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities and the disclosure of contingent liabilities, as at the date of reporting period.
Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revision to accounting estimates is recognized in the year in which the
estimates are revised and in any future year affected.

The financial statement have been prepared on accrual basis and under historical cost convention. The accounting policies adopted in the
preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those of the previous year. 

These financial statements have been prepared to attach with the accounts of the ultimate holding company, to comply with the provisions of
Section 137 (1) Companies Act ('the Act'), 2013 in India.

Revenues from fixed-price contracts, including systems development and integration contracts are recognized using the "percentage-of-completion"
method. Percentage of completion is determined based on project costs incurred to date as a percentage of total estimated project costs required to
complete the project. The cost expended (or input) method has been used to measure progress towards completion as there is a direct relationship
between input and productivity. If the Company does not have a sufficient basis to measure the progress of completion or to estimate the total
contract revenues and costs, revenue is recognized only to the extent of contract cost incurred for which recoverability is probable. When total cost
estimates exceed revenues in an arrangement, the estimated losses are recognized in the statement of profit and loss in the period in which such
losses become probable based on the current contract estimates.

'Unbilled revenues' represent cost and earnings in excess of billings as at the end of the reporting period.

The Company derives revenue primarily from software development, maintenance of software/hardware and related services, business process
services, sale of IT and other products.

The Company recognizes revenue when the significant terms of the arrangement are enforceable, services have been delivered and the collectability
is reasonably assured. The method of recognizing the revenues and costs depends on the nature of the services rendered.

Unearned revenues' represent billing in excess of revenue recognized. Advance payments received from customers for which no services have been
rendered are presented as 'Advance from customers'.

Revenue from maintenance contracts is recognized rateably over the period of the contract using the percentage of completion method. When
services are performed through an indefinite number of repetitive acts over a specified period of time, revenue is recognized on a straight-line basis
over the specified period unless some other method better represents the stage of completion. 

In certain projects, a fixed quantum of service or output units is agreed at a fixed price for a fixed term. In such contracts, revenue is recognized
with respect to the actual output achieved till date as a percentage of total contractual output. Any residual service unutilized by the customer is
recognized as revenue on completion of the term.

Summary of significant accounting policies

The Company accounts for volume discounts and pricing incentives to customers by reducing the amount of revenue recognized at the time of sale. 
The Company accrues the estimated cost of warranties at the time when the revenue is recognized. The accruals are based on the Company’s
historical experience of material usage and service delivery costs. 
Costs that relate directly to a contract and incurred in securing a contract are recognized as an asset and amortized over the contract term.
Contract expenses are recognised as expenses by reference to the stage of completion of contract activity at the end of the reporting period.

The number of shares used in computing diluted earnings per share comprises the weighted average shares considered for deriving basic earnings
per share, and also the weighted average number of equity shares that could have been issued on the conversion of all dilutive potential equity
shares. Dilutive potential equity shares are deemed converted as of the beginning of the period, unless issued at a later date. The number of shares
and potentially dilutive equity shares are adjusted for any stock splits and bonus shares issued.

The current charge for income taxes is calculated in accordance with the relevant tax regulations.

The Company is exposed to currency fluctuations on foreign currency transactions. Foreign currency transactions are accounted in the books of
account at the exchange rates prevailing on the date of transaction. Monetary foreign currency assets and liabilities at period-end are translated at the
exchange rate prevailing at the date of Balance Sheet. The exchange difference between the rate at which foreign currency transactions are
accounted and the rate at which they are re-measured/ realized is recognized in the statement of profit and loss.

The Company is a non-integral unit of Ultimate Holding Company. The functional currency of the Company is MYR and the reporting currency
for these financial statements is INR. The translation of financial statements from the local currency to the reporting currency of the Company is
performed for balance sheet accounts using the exchange rate in effect at the Balance sheet date and for revenue, expenses and cash flow items
using a monthly average exchange rate for the respective periods and the resulted differences is presented as ‘foreign currency translation reserve’
included in 'Reserve and surplus' and ‘Effect of exchange rate changes on cash and cash equivalents’ including in ‘cash flow statement’, respectively.

Revenue from sale of products is recognised when the significant risks and rewards of ownership has been transferred in accordance with the sales
contract. Revenue from product sales is shown net of excise duty and net of sales tax separately charged and applicable discounts.

Deferred tax assets on timing differences are recognised only if there is a reasonable certainty that sufficient future taxable income will be available
against which such deferred tax assets can be realized. However, deferred tax assets on the timing differences when unabsorbed depreciation and
losses carried forward exist, are recognised only to the extent that there is virtual certainty that sufficient future taxable income will be available
against which such deferred tax assets can be realized. Deferred tax assets are reassessed for the appropriateness of their respective carrying
amounts at each balance sheet date.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are recognized for the future tax consequences attributable to timing differences that result between the profit
offered for income taxes and the profit as per the financial statements of the Company.
Deferred taxes are recognized in respect of timing differences which originate during the tax holiday period but reverse after the tax holiday period.
For this purpose, reversal of timing difference is determined using first in first out method.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured using the tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet
date. The effect on deferred tax assets and liabilities of a change in tax rates is recognised in the period that includes the enactment/substantive
enactment date. 

The Company offsets, on a year on year basis, the current and non-current tax assets and liabilities, where it has a legally enforceable right and
where it intends to settle such assets and liabilities on a net basis.

The number of equity shares used in computing basic earnings per share is the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the
year.
