Basis of preparation of financial statements

WIPRO Financial Services UK Limited is a private company incorporated in England, limited by
shares, incorporated under the Companies Act 2006. The address of the registered office is given on
the company information page and the nature of the company's operations and its principal activities
are set out in the Directors' Report.

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention unless otherwise
specified within these accounting policies and in accordance with Section 1A of Financial Reporting
Standard 102, the Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and the Republic of Ireland and
the Companies Act 2006.

The preparation of financial statements in compliance with FRS 102 requires the use of certain
critical accounting estimates. It also requires company management to exercise judgement in
applying the company's accounting policies (see note 2).

The directors of the company do not intend for the company to carry out any trading activity in the
foreseeable long term future and therefore these financial statements have been prepared on a basis
other than a going concern basis. No adjustments arose as a result of ceasing to apply the going
concern basis as assets and liabilities will be collected or paid at their current book value.

The directors have considered the implications of COVID-19 on the company from a going concern
perspective. As the company has no trade or forecast expenses the directors consider that COVID-
19 has not affected the going concern position of the company as stated above.

The figures within the financial statements are rounded.

The following principal accounting policies have been applied:

Foreign currency translation

Functional and presentation currency

The company's functional and presentational currency is GBP.

Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the spot exchange
rates at the dates of the transactions.

At each period end foreign currency monetary items are translated using the closing rate. Non-
monetary items measured at historical cost are translated using the exchange rate at the date of the
transaction and non-monetary items measured at fair value are measured using the exchange rate
when fair value was determined.

Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the settlement of transactions and from the
translation at period-end exchange rates of monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign
currencies are recognised in the Statement of Income and Retained Earnings.

Revenue

Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the
company and the revenue can be reliably measured. Revenue is measured as the fair value of the
consideration received or receivable, excluding discounts, rebates, value added tax and other sales
taxes. The following criteria must also be met before revenue is recognised:

Rendering of services
Revenue from a contract to provide services is recognised in the period in which the services are

provided in accordance with the stage of completion of the contract when all of the following
conditions are satisfied:

o the amount of revenue can be measured reliably;

. it is probable that the company will receive the consideration due under the contract;

. the stage of completion of the contract at the end of the reporting period can be measured
reliably; and

. the costs incurred and the costs to complete the contract can be measured reliably.

The Company recognises revenue when the significant terms of the arrangement are enforceable,
services have been delivered and the collectibility is reasonably assured.

The method of recognising the revenues and costs depends on the nature of the services rendered:
A. Time and material contracts

Revenues and costs relating to time and material contracts are recognised as the related services
are rendered.

B. Fixed-price contracts

Revenues from fixed-price contracts are generally recognised pro rata over the period of the contract.
In certain fixed price contracts such as systems development and integration contracts, revenues are
recognised using the "percentage-of-completion” method. Percentage of completion is determined
based on project costs incurred to date as a percentage of total estimated project costs required to
complete the project. When total cost estimates exceed revenues in an arrangement, the estimated
losses are recognised in the statement of profit and loss in the period in which such losses become
probable based on the current contract estimates. Accrued income included in other current assets
represent cost and earnings in excess of billings as at the balance sheet date. Deferred income
included in other current liabilities represent billing in excess of revenue recognised.

C. Maintenance Contracts

Revenue from maintenance contracts is recognised pro rata over the period of the contract using the
percentage of completion method. When services are performed through an indefinite number of
repetitive acts over a specified period of time, revenue is recognised on a straight-line basis over the
specified period unless some other method better represents the stage of completion.

Leased assets: the company as lessee

Rentals paid under operating leases are charged to the Statement of Income and Retained Earnings
on a straight line basis over the lease term.

Reserves
The company’s reserves are as follows
Called up share capital reserve represents the nominal value of shares issued.

Profit and loss account represents cumulative profits or losses, net of dividends paid and other
adjustments.

Finance costs

Finance costs are charged to the Statement of Income and Retained Earnings over the term of the
debt using the effective interest method so that the amount charged is at a constant rate on the
carrying amount. Issue costs are initially recognised as a reduction in the proceeds of the associated
capital instrument.

Taxation

Tax is recognised in the Statement of Income and Retained Earnings, except that a charge
attributable to an item of income and expense recognised as other comprehensive income or to an
item recognised directly in equity is also recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in
equity respectively.

The current income tax charge is calculated on the basis of tax rates and laws that have been
enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet date in the countries where the company
operates and generates income.

Debtors

Short term debtors are measured at transaction price, less any impairment. Loans receivable are
measured initially at fair value, net of transaction costs, and are measured subsequently at amortised
cost using the effective interest method, less any impairment.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash is represented by cash in hand and deposits with financial institutions repayable without penalty
on notice of not more than 24 hours. Cash equivalents are highly liquid investments that mature in no
more than three months from the date of acquisition and that are readily convertible to known
amounts of cash with insignificant risk of change in value.

1.10 Creditors

Short term creditors are measured at the transaction price. Other financial liabilities, including bank
loans, are measured initially at fair value, net of transaction costs, and are measured subsequently at
amortised cost using the effective interest method.

1.11 Pension costs

Contributions to the company's defined contribution pension scheme are charged to the Statement of
Income and Retained Earnings in the year in which they become payable.

1.12 Financial instruments

The company only enters into basic financial instrument transactions that result in the recognition of
financial assets and liabilities like trade and other accounts receivable and payable, loans from banks
and other third parties, loans to related parties and investments in non-puttable ordinary shares.

Debt instruments, like loans and other accounts receivable and payable, are initially measured at
present value of the future payments and subsequently at amortised cost using the effective interest
method. Debt instruments that are payable or receivable within one year, typically trade payables or
receivables, are measured, initially and subsequently, at the undiscounted amount of the cash or
other consideration, expected to be paid or received. However if the arrangements of a short-term
instrument constitute a financing transaction, like the payment of a trade debt deferred beyond
normal business terms or financed at a rate of interest that is not a market rate or in case of an out-
right short-term loan not at market rate, the financial asset or liability is measured, initially and
subsequently, at the present value of the future payments discounted at a market rate of interest for a
similar debt instrument.

Financial assets that are measured at cost and amortised cost are assessed at the end of each
reporting period for objective evidence of impairment. If objective evidence of impairment is found, an
impairment loss is recognised in the Statement of Income and Retained Earnings.
For financial assets measured at cost less impairment, the impairment loss is measured as the
difference between an asset's carrying amount and estimated recoverable value, which is an
approximation of the amount that the company would receive for the asset if it were to be sold at the
balance sheet date.
Financial assets and liabilities are offset and the net amount reported in the Balance Sheet when
there is an enforceable right to set off the recognised amounts and there is an intention to settle on a
net basis or to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Judgments in applying accounting policies and key sources of estimation uncertainty

In preparing these financial statements, the directors have made the following judgements:

Inter-group debt:

In assessing the fair value of inter-group debt which constitutes a financing transaction, judgement is
applied in selecting an appropriate market rate of interest to apply to future receipts.
