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1 Accounting policies 

Company information 
WIPRO Europe Limited is a  private  company  limited by shares  incorporated in England and Wales.   The 
registered office is  Devonshire House, 60 Goswell Road, London, EC1M 7AD. 

1.1 Accounting convention 
These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with FRS 102 “The Financial Reporting 
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland” (“FRS 102”) and the requirements of the 
Companies Act 2006 as applicable to companies subject to the small companies regime. 

The financial statements are prepared in  sterling , which is the functional currency of the company. 
 Monetary a mounts  in these financial statements are  rounded to the nearest pound. 

The director of the company does not intend for the company to carry out any trading activity in the 
foreseeable long term future and therefore these financial statements have been prepared on a basis 
other than a going concern basis. No adjustments arose as a result of ceasing to apply the going 
concern basis as assets and liabilities will be collected or paid at their current book value. The 
investment in subsidiaries will be hived up to the parent company and the parent company will be wound 
up in due course.   

The director has considered the implications of COVID-19 on the company from a going concern 
perspective. As the company has no trade or forecast expenses the directors consider that COVID-19 
has not affected the going concern position of the company as stated above.  

The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention, modified to include 
the revaluation of freehold properties and to include investment properties and certain financial 
instruments at fair value. The principal accounting policies adopted are set out below. 

1.2 Fixed asset investments 
Interests in subsidiaries, associates and jointly controlled entities are initially measured at cost and 
subsequently measured at cost less any accumulated impairment losses.   The investments are assessed 
for impairment at each reporting date  and   any  impairment   losses or reversals of impairment losses are 
recognised immediately in profit or loss. 

A subsidiary is an entity controlled by the company . Control is  the power to govern the financial and 
operating policies of  the  entity so as to obtain benefits from its activities.  

An associate is an entity, being neither a subsidiary nor a joint venture, in which the company holds a 
long-term interest and where the company has significant influence. The company considers that it has 
significant influence where it has the power to participate in the financial and operating decisions of the 
associate. 

Entities in which the company has a long term interest and shares control under a contractual 
arrangement are classified as jointly controlled entities . 

1.3 Cash at bank and in hand 
Cash at bank and in hand  are basic financial assets  and  include cash in hand, deposits held at call with 
banks, other short-term liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less, and bank 
overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within borrowings in current liabilities. 
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1.4 Financial instruments 
Basic financial instruments are measured at cost. The company has no other financial instruments or 
basic financial instruments measured at fair value. 

1.5 Equity instruments 
Equity instruments issued by the company are recorded at the proceeds received, net of direct issue 
costs. Dividends payable on equity instruments are recognised as liabilities once they are no longer at 
the discretion of the company. 

1.6 Taxation 
The tax expense represents the sum of the tax currently payable and deferred tax. 

Current tax 
The tax currently payable is based on taxable profit for the year. Taxable profit differs from net profit as 
reported in the profit and loss account because it excludes items of income or expense that are taxable 
or deductible in other years and it further excludes items that are never taxable or deductible. The 
 company’s  liability for current tax is calculated using tax rates that have been enacted or substantively 
enacted by the reporting end date. 

Deferred tax 
Deferred tax liabilities are generally recognised for all timing differences and deferred tax assets are 
recognised to the extent that it is probable that they will be recovered against the reversal of deferred tax 
liabilities or other future taxable profits. Such assets and liabilities are not recognised if the timing 
difference arises from goodwill or from the initial recognition of other assets and liabilities in a transaction 
that affects neither the tax profit nor the accounting profit. 

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting end date and reduced to the 
extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to allow all or part of the 
asset to be recovered. Deferred tax is calculated at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the period 
when the liability is settled or the asset is realised. Deferred tax is charged or credited in the profit and 
loss account, except when it relates to items charged or credited directly to equity, in which case the 
deferred tax is also dealt with in equity. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when the  company 
 has a legally enforceable right to offset current tax assets and liabilities and the deferred tax assets and 
liabilities relate to taxes levied by the same tax authority.
