General Information

WIPRO Designit Services Limited is a company limited by shares incorporated and registered in the Republic
of Ireland. The registered number of the company is 587457. The registered office of the company is 1/2
Victoria Buildings, Haddington Road, Dublin 4, DO4XN32 which is also the principal place of business of the
company. The nature of the company operations and its principal activities are set out in the Directors'
Report. The financial statements have been presented in Euro (€) which is also the functional currency of the
company.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

The following accounting policies have been applied consistently in dealing with items which are considered
material in relation to the company financial statements.

Statement of compliance
The financial statements of the company for the financial year ended 31 March 2022 have been prepared in
accordance with the provisions of FRS 102 Section 1A (Small Entities) and the Companies Act 2014.

Basis of preparation

The financial statements have been prepared on the going concern basis and in accordance with the
historical cost convention except for certain properties and financial instruments that are measured at
revalued amounts or fair values, as explained in the accounting policies below. Historical cost is generally
based on the fair value of the consideration given in exchange for assets. The financial reporting framework
that has been applied in their preparation is the Companies Act 2014 and FRS 102 "The Financial Reporting
Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland” Section 1A, issued by the Financial Reporting
Council.

The company qualifies as a small company as defined by section 280A of the Companies Act 2014 in respect
of the financial year, and has applied the rules of the ‘Small Companies Regime’ in accordance with section
280C of the Companies Act 2014 and Section 1A of FRS 102.

Revenue
Revenue is recognised to the extent that the company obtains the right to consideration in exchange for its
performance. Revenue comprises the fair value of consideration received after discounts and rebates.

Where the consideration receivable in cash or cash equivalents is deferred, and the arrangement constitutes
a financing transaction, the fair value of the consideration is measured as the present value of all future
receipts using the imputed rate of interest.

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when the significant risks and rewards of ownership of the
goods have passed to the buyer, usually on dispatch of the goods, the amount of turnover can be measured
reliably, it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the transaction will flow to the entity and the
costs incurred or to be incurred in respect of the transaction can be measured reliably.

Revenue from the provision of services is recognised in the accounting period in which the services are
rendered and the outcome of the contract can be estimated reliably. The company uses the percentage of
completion method based on the actual service performed as a percentage of the total services to be
provided.

Property, plant and equipment and depreciation

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost or at valuation, less accumulated depreciation. The charge
to depreciation is calculated to write off the original cost or valuation of property, plant and equipment, less
their estimated residual value, over their expected useful lives as follows:

Property, plant and equipment - 50% Straight line

The company’s policy is to review the remaining useful economic lives and residual values of tangible fixed
assets on an on-going basis and to adjust the depreciation charge to reflect the remaining estimated useful
economic life and residual value.

Fully depreciated property, plant and equipment are retained in the cost of property, plant and equipment and
related accumulated depreciation until they are removed from service. In the case of disposals, assets and
related depreciation are removed from the financial statements and the net amount, less proceeds from
disposal, is charged or credited to the profit and loss account.

Assets not carried at fair value are also reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes in
circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognised
for the amount by which the asset’s carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s fair value less costs to sell and value in use. Value in
use is defined as the present value of the future pre-tax and interest cash flows obtainable as a result of the
asset’s continued use. The pre-tax and interest cash flows are discounted using a pre-tax discount rate that
represents the current market risk free rate and the risks inherent in the asset. For the purposes of
assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are separately identifiable cash
flows (cash-generating units).

If the recoverable amount of the asset (or asset’'s cash generating unit) is estimated to be lower than the
carrying amount, the carrying amount is reduced to its recoverable amount. An impairment loss is
recognised in the profit and loss account, unless the asset has been revalued when the amount is recognised
in other comprehensive income to the extent of any previously recognised revaluation. Thereafter any
excess is recognised in profit or loss.

Trade and other receivables

Trade and other receivables are initially recognised at fair value and thereafter stated at amortised cost using
the effective interest method less impairment losses for bad and doubtful debts except where the effect of
discounting would be immaterial. In such cases the receivables are stated at cost less impairment losses for
bad and doubtful debts.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash at bank and in hand, demand deposits with banks and other
short-term highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less and bank overdrafts. In the
Statement of Financial Position bank overdrafts are shown within Payables.

Trade and other payables

Trade and other payables are initially recognised at fair value and thereafter stated at amortised cost using
the effective interest rate method, unless the effect of discounting would be immaterial, in which case they are
stated at cost.

Related parties
For the purposes of these financial statements a party is considered to be related to the company if:

- the party has the ability, directly or indirectly, through one or more intermediaries to control the company
or exercise significant influence over the company in making financial and operating policy decisions or
has joint control over the company;

- the company and the party are subject to common control;

- the party is an associate of the company or forms part of a joint venture with the company;

- the party is a member of key management personnel of the company or the company's parent, or a close
family member of such as an individual, or is an entity under the control, joint control or significant
influence of such individuals;

- the party is a close family member of a party referred to above or is an entity under the control or
significant influence of such individuals; or

- the party is a post-employment benefit plan which is for the benefit of employees of the company or of any
entity that is a related party of the company.

Close family members of an individual are those family members who may be expected to influence, or be
influenced by, that individual in their dealings with the company.

Employee benefits
The company provides a range of benefits to employees, including bonus arrangements and paid holiday
arrangements.

(i) Short term benefits
Short term benefits, including holiday pay and other similar non-monetary benefits, are recognised as an
expense in the period in which the service is received.

(ii) Bonus plans
The company recognises a provision and an expense for bonuses where the company has a legal or
constructive obligation as a result of past events and a reliable estimate can be made.

Taxation and deferred taxation

Current tax represents the amount expected to be paid or recovered in respect of taxable profits for the
financial year and is calculated using the tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantially enacted
at the Statement of Financial Position date.

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of all timing differences that have originated but not reversed at the
balance sheet date where transactions or events have occurred at that date that will result in an obligation to
pay more tax in the future, or a right to pay less tax in the future. Timing differences are temporary differences
between the company's taxable profits and its results as stated in the financial statements.

Deferred tax is measured on an undiscounted basis at the tax rates that are anticipated to apply in the
periods in which the timing differences are expected to reverse, based on tax rates and laws that have been
enacted or substantively enacted by the Statement of Financial Position date.

Foreign currencies

Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the rates of exchange
ruling at the Statement of Financial Position date. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of
historical cost in a foreign currency are translated at the rates of exchange ruling at the date of the
transaction. Non-monetary items that are measured at fair value in a foreign currency are translated using the
exchange rates at the date when the fair value was determined. The resulting exchange differences are dealt
with in the Income Statement.

Ordinary share capital
The ordinary share capital of the company is presented as equity.

3. Provisions Available for Audits of Small Entities

In common with many other businesses of our size and nature, we use our auditors to prepare and submit tax
returns to the Revenue and to assist with the preparation of the financial statements.

4. Revenue

The whole of the company's revenue is attributable to its market in the Republic of Ireland and is derived from
the principal activity of business and other management consultancy activities.
